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Impact of Sport Premium Funding at Halsnead Primary
At Halsnead Primary School, we see Physical Education, School Sport and Physical Activity as an opportunity to lay the foundations for our children to learn and develop the essential skills and knowledge to be life-long participants of physical activity. Our aim is to provide children with a high-quality education, opportunities and experiences in PESSPA which will inspire them and instil them with the self-belief to reach their own personal and academic excellence and to make physical activity a central part of their lives. The precedent for our curriculum is to create an ‘I can’ culture, where children have the self-belief to overcome challenges they face and to develop their resilience to enable them to not only achieve the goals they set themselves, but to exceed them.

4. To increase inter school competitions in school in a different sport for all Key Stages.
5. To increase the range of playtime, before school and after school sporting/physical activity provision to include an increased percentage of disadvantaged pupils.
5. To ensure staff engage in CPD activities and greater opportunities for coaching pupils.
6. To track and monitor participation in extra-curricular sports clubs and competitions in order to ensure the majority of pupils are attending extra-curricular sport.

	Key indicator 1: The engagement of all pupils in regular physical activity – Chief Medical Officer guidelines recommend that primary school children undertake at least 30 minutes of physical activity a day in school

	To ensure all children understand the importance of an active and healthy lifestyle. 

To ensure that children know that keeping fit is a mixture of exercising (doing physical activity) and eating well.

To ensure children are aware of the diet that is required to be healthy and balanced and is embedded across the curriculum.

Children understand which foods provide them with various nutrients.

	Evidence of increased engagement in physical activity during playtimes through structured activities. Basketball area established and well-used during playtimes. New multi-gym area with timetabled use for children to use during playtimes. 

Increased participation in competitions with the profile of school sport raised throughout the school and increased engagement from all year groups.

External provider brought in to teach and support parents/carers and their children how to prepare healthy meals. Good feedback from sessions from both parents and carers regarding enjoyment and learning. 

KABs delivered specific-intervention opportunities to children after-school focusing on teamwork and collaboration. Increase in children’s physical activity levels and social benefits including leadership and teamwork. 

Play leaders were provided with designated areas and activity timetabled weekly. Extra equipment provided to increase uptake. Children evidently more physically active in during playtimes. 

Two centralised locations for equipment storage with ease of access for play leaders and lunchtime staff. More equipment available during playtimes which led to more children physically active. 

Gifted and talented registers taken at 3 points throughout the year. Names given to PE lead but stronger community links need to be made. 
	Upskill new play leaders next year and use student voice to identify appropriate activities for each zones that would increase uptake then order appropriate equipment. 

Continue to enter as many competitions as possible next year to provide as many children as possible with opportunity to take part. 

Seek to increase provision of KABs throughout the school, including mornings and after-school 

Seek sporting clubs in the local area to liaise with to increase sporting links and a pathway for all children, as well as gifted and talented.

Introduce new clubs within an alternative field of health and wellbeing.
