At Halsnead Primary School, we see Physical Education, School Sport and Physical Activity as an opportunity to lay the foundations for our children to learn and develop the essential skills and knowledge to be life-long participants of physical activity. Our aim is to provide children with a high-quality education, opportunities and experiences in PESSPA which will inspire them and instil them with the self-belief to reach their own personal and academic excellence and to make physical activity a central part of their lives. The precedent for our curriculum is to create an ‘I can’ culture, where children have the self-belief to overcome challenges they face and to develop their resilience to enable them to not only achieve the goals they set themselves, but to exceed them.

	1. To increase contact with other stakeholders to provide a range of sports and opportunities to engage In physical activity e.g. working with partnership schools.
2. To embed participation in a range of competitions. 
3. To increase children’s knowledge and understanding of living a healthy lifestyle including healthy eating, being physical activity and health and wellbeing.
4. To increase the number of opportunities children have to access a variety of sports and physical activities both in school at externally 
5. To increase the range of playtime, before school and after school sporting/physical activity provision to include an increased percentage of disadvantaged pupils.
6. To ensure staff engage in CPD activities and greater opportunities for coaching pupils.
7. To track and monitor participation in extra-curricular sports clubs and competitions in order to ensure the majority of pupils are attending extra-curricular sport.

	Key indicator 1: The engagement of all pupils in regular physical activity – Chief Medical Officer guidelines recommend that primary school children undertake at least 30 minutes of physical activity a day in school

	Children will have a sufficient amount of opportunities throughout the school day to be physically active 

Children will understand the importance of an active and healthy lifestyle. 

Children know that keeping fit is a mixture of exercising (doing physical activity) and eating well.

Children are aware of the diet that is required to be healthy and balanced and is embedded across the curriculum.

Children understand which foods provide them with various nutrients and can plan and make a meal that is healthy.
	1. Develop the playground to create different zones, including a range of games marked out for children to use.

2. Timetabled opportunities for children to use the football pitch and outdoor gym during playtimes, alongside 

3. 10 minute slots timetabled for each class throughout the school to take part in some form of physical activity (preferably outside), including daily mile and the use of the outdoor gym

4. Buy in Knowsley SSP offer to increase opportunities for children and staff.

5. KABs to run our breakfast club and afterschool club each day, planning and preparing games and activities that will have children physically active.

6. Organise a healthy living week (a whole week enrichment curriculum to be run that is based around keeping healthy). Each year group has the opportunity to invite parents in for food after school. Children prepare and make the food and can explain why that particular meal is good for them to eat. 

7. Embed healthy eating into the curriculum through subjects such as design and technology, where children will learn about the importance of a healthy diet and create healthy dishes/meals

8. External company to come in and work with children and parents/carers to learn about and make healthy dishes

9. Employ local coaches to provide extra-curricular sporting opportunities

10. Provide Play Leaders with training opportunities to develop confidence in leading multi-activities at break and lunchtimes. 

11. Outdoor storage with a variety of equipment that will be used during playtimes to increase opportunities for children to be physically active

12. Run a gifted and talented register. Provide pupils who are gifted and talented in sport with expert, intensive coaching and support through community links.

	Key indicator 2: The profile of PE and sport being raised across the school as a tool for whole school improvement 

	PE and sport will be highly-regarded throughout the school
High-quality physical education will be taught across the school, beginning in EYFS so children have opportunities to access our curriculum offer and develop their love for PE and sport. 

Greater emphasis on physical education, sport and physical activity that will raise the profile of PE and sport across the school to encourage greater participation and enhance the amount of opportunities and experiences to become involved in sport and physical activity. 

	1. Allocated time during staff meetings/inset days to share good practice and making cross-curricular links.

2. Replenishment of staff PE kits that staff will wear on PE days and to events

3. Replenishment of competition tracksuits and kits for children that children will wear to external events

4. Set up a team of Sports Journalists to go to competitions with the use of IT equipment and report on sport across the school 

5. Celebrate sporting achievements in assemblies and publish on school website and school sport Twitter page

6. Team of Sport Leaders to contribute to the running of PE and sport across the school alongside the Junior Leadership Team with PESSPA being put on the agenda for each meeting. 

7. Inter school competitions to raise the profile of PESSPA including class competitions/children vs teachers 

8. Yearly calendar of major sporting events. Intra-school competitions and playtime provision linked to the major event and made a key focus for assemblies. 

9. School Sport Twitter page set up to post and publish sporting successes both in school and outside of school. 

10. PE display boards to show sporting experiences and display the successes of the children both in school and outside of school. 

11. Whole-school initiative devised and planned to teach children about 2 inspirational athletes each term who are linked to our curriculum planning.

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	Key indicator 4: Broader experience of a range of sports and activities offered to all pupils


	The school is active in ensuring we deliver a broad and balanced curriculum with access to a wide range of sport and physical activities. 

There is a wide-range of clubs offered before and after school by a variety of providers. 

A whole-school register is taken to identify those children accessing/not accessing clubs/participating in sporting events.

Whole-school registers are used to target disadvantaged children and those who are less active so to provide opportunities that appeal to them. 

Access to new sports and clubs within an alternative field of health and wellbeing. 




	1. Deliver additional learning opportunities that compliment PE lessons to provide a broader experience of a range of sports and activities including various areas of fitness (e.g. yoga, boxercise), orienteering and OAA. 

2. PE planning scheme purchased to offer a wider range of sports

3. Curriculum to begin in EYFS with the teaching of the fundamental skills of sport and physical activity.

4. Long-term mapping of extra-curricular activities. Activities and clubs provided that build on skills and knowledge from PE curriculum, but additional clubs and activities provided that are not accessible through the PE curriculum e.g. table tennis, dodgeball.  

5. Multi-skills activities/clubs for KS1 to develop fundamental skills to be successful in PESSPA.

6. PE CPD courses offered to staff. Staff booked on a wide range of courses in line with PE long-term plan.

7. New equipment ordered for a wider range of activities and sports.

8. Sports visitors offering range of sporting activities

9. Play leaders, along with PE lead, to devise playtime provision timetable that outlines the activities that will be provided. 

10. Subject lead to continually monitor equipment and order new gear if necessary. 

11. Purchase specialist equipment and teaching resources to develop a fully inclusive curriculum.

12. Plan time for the subject leader to undertake reviews and construct further development plans – PE monitoring time (3 monitoring sessions per year).
