Year 1
Skills and knowledge - Following on from EYFS, children in Year 1 will learn to order some events they have learnt about, from furthest away to most recent with increasing accuracy – Change in Britain, Victorian era to now. Children will understand what a timeline is – they will be able to order historical events on a timeline. Children can make comparisons between areas of study (holidays from the past) - describe and explain the achievements of significant individuals from the past (Queen Victoria, Punch and Judy). As well as this, children will use artefacts and books to find out about the past, asking relevant questions to further their knowledge.  Children will also discuss photographs/pictures and explain how we know that something is from a long time ago. 

Vocabulary - Children can use and are beginning to remember names and places that link to areas of study (Queen Victoria, Victorians). Children can use simple words and phrases mostly accurately to indicate periods of time e.g. a long time ago
Year 2 
Skills and knowledge - Following on from Year 1, children will independently create their own timeline about their current history topic (People in my Family, changes over time).   Children will describe the significance of people/events on life in our area and nationally (People in my family, Titanic). They will describe the differences between the past and now giving suitable evidence to back up their ideas (Different modes of travel, titanic). Children will compare areas of study (travel and exploration), identifying similarities’/differences between them. 
 Vocabulary - Children can remember and use a range of names and words specific to areas of study (trust 10). Pupils can use words and phrases accurately to indicate periods of time e.g. a long time ago, ancient, centuries.
Year 3 
Skills and knowledge - Children can create a timeline containing multiple periods of history (Stone age, Bronze/Iron ages, Ancient Egypt, Victorian era, Titanic), beginning to show an understanding of scale. Children can confidently make links between areas of history they have studied in Year 3 and previously, identifying similarities between them (Stonehenge to Egypt). Children will also identify primary and secondary sources, drawing meaning about what life was like in the past from a range of sources and artefacts. Children will also ask relevant questions about a range of history topics.
Vocabulary – Children can remember and use a range of names and words from the areas they have studied in Year 3 as well as remembering a few names and words from previous study. Children are beginning to use more specific words and phrases to indicate time, talking about decades, centuries, millennium etc. Children are beginning to learn a few words related to history in general as well as periods of history e.g. empire, parliament, civilisation etc.
Year 4 
Skills and Knowledge - Children can create a timeline containing multiple periods of history (Stone age, Bronze/Iron ages, Ancient Egypt, Victorian era, Titanic, Benin, Slave trade Liverpool, Local area), giving most dates accurately. Children will represent periods of history using accurate scaling. Children understand the connection between short and long term time scales. They also understand the connection between cultural, economic, military, political, religious and social history. Children continue to identify primary and secondary sources and use them to infer meaning about the past. Children can also frame historically valid questions about a range of artefacts and sources.
Vocabulary – Children can remember and use a range of names and words from the areas they have studied in Year 4 as well as remembering some names and words from previous study. Children can generally use words and phrases to indicate time, talking about decades, centuries, millennium etc. Children understand a few words related to history in general as well as periods of history e.g. empire, parliament, civilisation etc.
Year 5 
Skills and knowledge – Children can place multiple historical events on a timeline (Stone age, Bronze/Iron ages, Ancient Egypt, Victorian era, Titanic, Benin, Slave trade Liverpool, Local area), stating most dates accurately and giving details about key events. Children can represent periods of history using accurate scaling, including overlapping periods of history where relevant. Children can give multiple reasons for the expansion and dissolution of empires and explain the achievements and follies of civilisations/societies. Children can describe and compare the nature of civilisations/societies ( Anglo Saxons, Vikings, Romans). I can explain the characteristic features of non-European societies, highlighting achievements and follies (Mayan civilisation - cycle B) Children can draw meaning from historical artefacts and explain their historic significance in detail and discuss their significance and validity. 
Vocabulary – Children can use words and phrases to indicate time, talking about decades, centuries, millennium etc. Children understand some words related to history in general as well as periods of history e.g. empire, parliament, civilisation etc.
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
