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Geography: Key Learning Outcomes
Year 1
Locational Knowledge: Building on this knowledge base from EYFS, children in year 1 can identify where they live on a map. They are able to name and locate the four countries within the UK and their capitals, delving deeper into the characteristics of each country. Children can use their locational knowledge of the UK to use weather maps to ensure they understand the role of a meteorologist. Children can name and locate the surrounding seas. To understand and communicate geographical ideas effectively, all children will use geographical vocabulary accurately.
Human and Physical Geography: Children in year 1 know and can compare the four seasons. They are able to identify different weather types in order to observe and record (using charts and tables) daily weather patterns. Children should be able to use the geographical vocabulary town, city, village, farm, house, countryside.
Place Knowledge: Children in year 1 know some key physical and human features of where they live.
Skills and Fieldwork: Children in year 1 can use world maps, atlases and globes. Children are able to use a map of the UK and know the 4 compass points (NSEW). They can use aerial photos to identify landmarks. Children show ability to undertake simple fieldwork within school locality by recording and observing daily weather. Children can draw simple maps.















Geography: Key Learning Outcomes
Year 2
Locational Knowledge: Building on this knowledge base in Year 1, children can identify the UK on a world map and can now confidently name and locate the world’s seven continents and five oceans
Human and Physical Geography: By the end of the academic year, pupils can locate the equator on a world map. They can also make comparisons between hot and cold places around the world and compare the UK’s seasonal patterns with those of other countries and regions of the world. They can also explain their thinking and articulate their knowledge using key geographical vocabulary.
Place Knowledge: Pupils can understand geographical similarities and differences through studying the human and physical geography of a small area of the United Kingdom, and of a small area in a contrasting non-European country.
Skills and Fieldwork: Children can demonstrate ability to use world maps to identify continents and oceans on maps, atlases and globes. They can also use compass points and directional language to follow and give directions. By the end of Year 2, Pupils can also identify human and physical features on aerial photographs.















Geography: Key Learning Outcomes
Year 3
Locational knowledge: By the end of Year 3, pupils can confidently name, locate and plot the continents and oceans on world map. Pupils can also locate at least 6 of the world’s countries, including Russia, and use maps to locate countries. They can also identify the capital cities of the known countries. Pupils will also be able to make comparisons between a rural and urban region of the UK and be able to identify the human and physical characteristics, making some links to science (through rocks). As part of their locational knowledge, pupils can also identify Northern and Southern hemispheres and compare time zones across the globe.
Human and Physical Geography: By the end of Year 3, pupils can compare land use and climate zones of Naples and the UK. Evidence of this will be able to seen during their Naples topic. Following this topic, children should also be able to describe and understand key aspects of human geography, including types of settlement and land use, economic activity including trade links, and the distribution of natural resources including energy, food and water.
Place Knowledge: Through their study of Naples, pupils should demonstrate an understanding of geographical similarities and differences of different cities and regions of Europe. This involves looking key similarities and differences between rural and urban areas of the UK.
Skills and Fieldwork: Throughout Year 3, pupils should demonstrate a more confident use of maps of Europe to identify different countries, as well as using digital maps such as Google Earth. Building on knowledge and skills gained from Key Stage One, pupils will be able to use eight compass points and directional language to follow and give directions. They will also develop an awareness of some Ordinance Survey symbols on maps to name geographical regions and understand the importance of a key in map reading. 









Geography: Key Learning Outcomes
Year 4
Locational Knowledge: Building on this knowledge base from Year 3, children in year 4 can use maps to locate 12 countries of Europe and their capital cities. They should be able to identify some of Europe’s major regions and cities and understand the changing impact on the human and physical characteristics of Europe due to global issues. Children can identify and describe a region in South America (rainforests) and compare this to our local region. When identifying rainforests, children will begin to understand the term and Northern/Southern Hemispheres.
Children are able to locate the positions of the Tropics of Cancer and Capricorn as lines of latitude and explain the significance and locations. They can locate the world’s climate zones, biomes and vegetation belts.
Human and Physical Geography: Children in year 4 will have developed their concept of climate, how it can change over time and the effects that climate change can have. Children will know how volcanoes and earthquakes can impact the human and physical geography of a place. They will demonstrate an ability to identify, describe and compare the human features of the regions studied. Children can describe and explain the economic activity of the location studied. 
Place Knowledge: In year 4 children are able to understand geographical similarities between the UK and different rainforests.
Skills and Fieldwork: In year 4 children will be able to use a wider range of maps including OS maps of varying scales to locate countries and regions studied. Children will use the eight points of a compass to follow and describe routes and identify locations. They can draw a map (including symbols and key) from a description and compare with other maps. Children demonstrate an ability to use four figure grid references to identify and describe locations.









Geography: Key Learning Outcomes
Year 5
Locational knowledge: Building on knowledge gained in Years 3 and 4, pupils in Year 5 will be able to name and locate 12 countries from within Europe and some across the world. This includes knowing their major cities and some key human or physical features. This could include major human-built landmarks or significant areas or regions of physical importance e.g. mountain regions, rivers, etc. By the end of Year 5, pupils can identify the position and significance of latitude and longitude. Children can also show they have built on their locational knowledge of the equator and the northern and southern hemispheres by identifying the tropics of Cancer and Capricorn. 
 Human and Physical Geography: By the end of the academic year, pupils will be able to describe and understand biomes which will form part of their ‘California’ unit. Pupils will also understand the impact of trade links across Europe and with North and South America. Building their knowledge of trade routes, pupils should also be able to understand and articulate the concept of trade through the distribution of natural resources including energy, food, minerals and water. Children will also be able to demonstrate that they have developed their lower KS2 knowledge of land use by describing this process across North and South America.
Place Knowledge: By the end of Year 5, pupils will be able to show and articulate an understanding of geographical similarities and differences between the United Kingdom and Brazil. 
Skills and Fieldwork: Pupils show confidence in using maps, atlases, globes and digital/computer mapping in order locate countries and describe their features. Throughout Year 5, pupils should have built on their skills by learning to use a six-figure grid reference, as well as have a greater understanding and ability to use symbols and keys to find locations on a map.











Geography: Key Learning Outcomes
Year 6
Locational knowledge: Building on this knowledge base from Year 5, children in year 6 will locate most countries in Europe on a map; they will locate some environmental regions in North and South America. Children will name and locate counties and cities in the North West of the UK as well as the Americas. Children will name and locate counties and cities in the North West of the UK and locate major rivers and mountains within the UK and the world such as the River Nile, Amazon and Yangtze.
Children will identify land-use patterns and understand how this might change over time. They will understand how weather links to different geographical points, such as the hemispheres, the tropics, the arctic and Antarctic circles
Human and physical geography: Children in year 6 will know some of the world’s mountain ranges and major rivers, understanding how rivers and mountains are involved in the water cycle. They will understand the main processes of the water cycle and describe some of it’s’ effects on the climate and physical geography of the earth. Children will identify key trade routes across the world and know where and how energy, food, minerals and water are distributed. They will understand how climate links to weather types and know types of settlement and land uses.
Skills and Fieldwork: Children in year 6 will apply the eight points of a compass. They will use six-figure grid references to learn more about the wider world. Children will use Ordnance Survey maps to plot and follow routes.
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
