Year 1
Collage 
By the end of Year 1 pupils, will be able to create images from imagination, experience, or observation. They will be able to use a wide variety of media e.g. photocopies, material, fabric, crepe paper, magazines, plastic, tissue etc. and arrange and glue materials to different backgrounds to create textured collages. Pupils can sort and group materials for different purposes e.g. colour texture, as well as fold, crumple, tear and overlap papers, working on different scales. 
Colour  
By the end of the year, pupils should be able to collect, sort and name match colours appropriate for an image.  
Shape  
Pupils should also be able to create and arrange shapes appropriately. 
Texture  
By the end of Year 1 pupils should be able to create, select and use textured paper for an image.

Paint
By the end of Year 1, in painting, pupils can use a variety of tools and techniques including different brush sizes and types. They should also be able to mix and match colours to artefacts and objects and work on a range of different scales e.g. use a large brush on large paper. Pupils should also demonstrate experimentation with tools and techniques e.g. layering, mixing and scraping through media.  They can also name and use different types of paint and talk about their properties.  
Colour 
At the end of Year 1, pupils should be able to Identify primary and secondary colours by name, mix primary shades and tones by adding black or white paint, and to create secondary colours through mixing.  
Texture  
At the end the painting unit in Year 1 pupils should be able to create textured paint by adding substances such as sand, sawdust or plaster.

Textiles
At the end of the year, Year 1 pupils can use a variety of techniques such as weaving, fabric crayons, sewing, oil resist, applique and embroidery. They will also know how to thread a needle, glue and trim material, as well as to cut and shape fabric using scissors/snips.  
In their design, pupils should be able to apply shapes with glue or by stitching and apply decoration by using objects such as beads, buttons and feathers.  
Colour 
Pupils should be able to apply colour with printing, dipping and through the use of fabric crayons and demonstrate an ability to create and use dyes i.e. onion skins, tea, coffee. 
Texture 
Pupils can create fabrics by weaving materials such as weaving grass through twigs, including weaving with fabric and thread. 




Year 2
Drawing
By the end of Key Stage One, pupils show that they can experiment with a variety of media such as pencils, rubbers, crayons, pastels, felt tips, charcoal, ballpoints and chalk. They should also be able to control the types of marks made with the range of media. In addition to this, they should be able to layer different media as mentioned above. They will also demonstrate experimentation with the visual elements in aspects such as line, shape, pattern and colour. 
Lines and Marks  
Pupils can name, match and draw lines/marks from observations, as well as invent new lines and draw on different surfaces with a range of media.  
Form and Shape Observe and draw shapes and objects from observations. Including single and grouped objects. 
Tone 
Year Two pupils will also investigate tone by drawing light and dark lines, patterns and shapes. 
Texture  
The will also investigate textures by describing, naming, rubbing and copying. 

Printing
In printing, Year Two pupils can print and make marks with a range of hard and soft materials such as corks, pen barrels, sponge and a range of natural materials. They will also be able to carry out different printing techniques such as mono print, block, relief press and resist painting, carbon printing, fabric printing and rubbings. They will learn to build repeating patterns and recognise patterns in the environment around them. As well as this, pupils can design patterns of increasing complexity and repetition and print using a variety of materials. 
Colour
Pupils will experiment with overprinting motifs and colour. 
Texture
Pupils can make rubbings to collect textures and patterns from their environment. 

Sculpture
Manipulate malleable materials in a variety of ways including rolling, kneading and shaping. 
Explore sculpture with a range of malleable media.eg clay 
 Manipulate malleable materials for a purpose, e.g. pot, tile etc  
Understand the safety and basic care of materials and tools. 
Form
Experiment with constructing and joining recycled, natural and manmade materials.  
Use simple 2-D shapes to create a 3-D form. 
Texture 
 Change the surface of a malleable material e.g. build a textured tile. 






Year 3
Collage/photography
By the end of Year 3, pupils will experiment with a range of collage techniques such as tearing, overlapping and layering to create images and represent textures.  They will also be able to use collage as a means of collecting ideas and information and building a visual vocabulary. 

Painting
By the end of Year 3, pupils can experiment with different effects and textures including blocking in colour, creating washes, and using thickened paint to create textural effects.. They can work confidently on a range of scales for example using a thin brush on a small picture etc.  In their work they can plan and create different effects and textures with paint according to what the task requires. 
Colour 
In their colour work, Year 3 pupils can mix a variety of colours and know which combination of primary colours make the secondary colours. When discussing their work, they can use a developed and more specific colour language and vocabulary such as tint, tone and shade. 
They will demonstrate an increasing accuracy when making and matching colours and show increasing independence and creativity with the painting process. 

Textiles
By the end of their textiles unit, Year 3 pupils can use variety of techniques, such as printing, dyeing, paper, plastic, embroidery, weaving and stitching to create different textural effects in their work. They will have developed their skills in stitching, cutting and joining and will be able to select the right tool for the material being used. They will also have begun to experiment with paste resist.
When evaluating their work, they are able to refine and alter ideas and explain their choices using design vocabulary. Pupils are able to collect visual information from a variety of sources, describing with vocabulary based on visual and tactile elements. 












Year 4
Drawing
By the end of Year 4, pupils will have demonstrated an ability to draw for a sustained period of time at an appropriate level. They can plan, refine, and alter their drawings as they see necessary and will be able to communicate these changes using art vocabulary. 
Pupils can use different media to explore relationships between them and achieve variations in line, texture, tone, colour, shape and pattern. They will also be able to use research to inspire drawings from their memory and imagination.
Lines and Marks  
At the end of their drawing unit, pupils show an ability to experiment with different grades of pencil and other implements to create lines and marks and can make marks and lines with a wide range of drawing implements: Charcoal, pencil, crayon, chalk pastels, pens etc.  
Tone  
Pupils have learned to experiment with different grades of pencil and other implements to achieve variation in tone and apply tone in a drawing in a simple way.  
Texture 
Pupils can create textures with a wide range of drawing implements and media and apply a simple use of pattern and texture in a drawing. 

Printing
By the end of Year 4, pupils will be able to print using a variety of materials, objects and techniques, including layering. They will be able to research, create and refine print using a variety of techniques and talk about the processes used to produce a simple print. They will continue to explore pattern and shape, and to create designs for printing. Select, broadly, the kinds of materials with which to print in order to get the effect they desire. They will have experienced resist printing including marbling, silkscreen, and cold water paste. 

Sculpture
By the end of their sculpture unit pupils can plan, design and make models from observation or imagination and adapt their designs as needed. They will able to join clay adequately and construct a simple base for extending and modelling other shapes.  They will have learned to create surface patterns and textures in a malleable material and how to use papier mache to create a simple 3D object. Pupils will also be able to make informed choices about 3D technique chosen and show an understanding of shape, space and 3D forms. In their designs, they will use a variety of materials. 










Year 5
Painting
By the end of Year 5, pupils will be able to develop a painting from a drawing. They will be to carry out preliminary studies, try out different media and materials and mix appropriate colours to create imaginative work from a variety of sources such as observational drawing, themes, poetry and music. Pupils can choose appropriate paint and paint implements to adapt and extend their work, as well as show an awareness of how paintings are created i.e. their composition. 
Colour  
By the end of Year 5, pupils can demonstrate a secure knowledge about warm and cold colours, as well as complementary and contrasting colours. They will also demonstrate an ability to create all the colours they need. 
Year 5 pupils are able to mix and match colours to create atmosphere and light effects and can create mood in a piece of work and express their emotions through their painting. 

Textiles
At the end of their textiles unit, pupils can join fabrics in different ways including stitching and in this, they can use different grades of threads and needles. Pupils will experiment with batik techniques safely as well as experiment with a range of media to overlap and layer to create interesting colours, textures and effects. Pupils will also use different techniques, colours and textures when designing and making pieces of work. They demonstrate an ability to be expressive and analytical about their work and adapt, extend and justify their work. 

Collage and digital media
Building on the work completed in the last collage unit, pupils can use a range of media to create collages. They can use different techniques, colours and textures when designing and making pieces of work.  Pupils can use collage as a means of extending their own work from initial ideas to finished pieces. They will show skill in altering and modifying their work as well as adding collage to a painted, printed or drawn background. 











Year 6
Drawing
Buildign on their previous drawing unit, pupils will learn to work from a variety of sources including observation, photographs and digital images.  They can work in a sustained and independent way to create a detailed drawing.  Pupils also develop close observation skills using a variety of view finders and can use a sketchbook to collect and develop ideas.
Lines, Marks, Tone, Form and Texture 
Pupils can use dry media to make different marks, lines, patterns and shapes within a drawing. They will experiment with wet media to make different marks, lines, patterns, textures and shapes and further explore with colour mixing and blending techniques with coloured pencils. Pupils will use different techniques for a variety of purposes i.e. shading and crosshatching within their own work. They will also start to develop their own style using tonal contrast and mixed media.  
Perspective and Composition  
Year 6 students will begin to use simple perspective in their work using a single focal point and horizon.  They will also begin to develop an awareness of composition, scale and proportion in their work and consider aspects such as the foreground, middle ground and background.  

Printing 
By the end of Year 6, pupils can explain a few techniques including the use of poly blocks, relief, mono and resist printing and they can choose the printing method appropriate to task or criteria given. 
In their work, pupils can build up layers, colours and textures and be familiar with layering prints and print on different materials. Pupils can now organise their work in terms of pattern, repetition, symmetry or random printing styles. They show increasing confidence in altering and modifying their own work. 

Sculpture
By the end of Year 6, pupils can describe the different qualities involved in modelling, sculpture and construction. They will consider shape, form, model and construct from the observations they make and their own imagination. They will use recycled, natural and man-made materials to create sculptures and will develop skills in using clay including slabs, coils, slips, etc. Pupils will produce intricate patterns and textures in a malleable media, as well as make a mould and use plaster safely and they will create sculptures and constructions with increasing independence. 
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
