Key Facts


I. The Romans are the people who originated from the city of Rome in modern day Italy.
II. In 55 B.C. Julius Caesar invaded Britain with two Roman legions. The Romans fought several battles against different Celtic tribes before returning to Gaul (France).
III. In 43 A.D. Emperor Claudius launched a third and final successful invasion of Britain.
IV. Hadrian’s Wall was built to guard the Romans from the barbarians and foreign invaders. 
V. By the year 47AD, just four years after they arrived, the Romans had conquered most of the south and east of Britain
VI. Boudicca was the queen of the Iceni people of eastern England
VII. Boudicca led a major uprising against occupying Roman forces
VIII. Boudicca was eventually defeated by a Roman army led by Paulinus.
IX. The Romans built walled cities, paved streets, architecture, aqueducts, amphitheatres, theatres and schools.
X. They have influenced our cities, our politics, our culture and art.
XI. The ‘chester’ part of many British towns mean that they have a Roman origin, such as Chichester, Manchester, Leicester, Colchester, Doncaster.
XII. 410 AD marked the end of Roman rule in Britain.
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
