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Dear parents/carers, 
Promoting good attendance in school is crucial for ensuring your child's academic success and overall development. Regular attendance helps children build a solid educational foundation, develop social skills, and form positive habits that last a lifetime. Parents and carers play a vital role in this by ensuring children attend school daily, barring illness or other significant reasons. It is important to be aware that under current legislation, taking children out of school during term time without authorisation can lead to fines. 
From 3rd September 2024 (when pupils return to school after the summer holidays), we will be following Knowsley councils’ procedures. This means that parents could be fined £60 per child per parent if paid within 21 days and £120 if paid between 22 and 28 days.



The Education (Pupil Registration) (England) Regulations 2006 stipulate that parents can be fined for unauthorized absences, including holidays. By working together to prioritize consistent attendance, we can help provide the best possible education and future opportunities for our children.
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
