Dragon Lane Entrance - Outcome of Parent Feedback
Thank you to all who responded to our consultation on
the Dragon Lane entrance. The responses were as follows:
54% would like it to remain closed
46% would like it to reopen
We understand concerns around parking and the
relocation of the lollipop lady to Pennywood. Traffic
wardens have been informed and there has been a recent
increase in presence to help address these issues.
Decision: As a leadership team, we have decided that the
Dragon Lane entrance will remain closed at the start of
the next academic year. We believe this is the safest
option for our children.
