The class teacher will complete a ‘Pupil Support Form’ and share this with
the SENCo. The SENCo will suggest next steps and strategies to try, with a
clear timescale. The class teacher will share this information with you. After
the agreed time, the class teacher will meet with the SENCo to review the
support and the impact it has had on your child. 

The class teacher may discuss their concerns with colleagues.
Further support or small interventions may be put in place and
tried for at least one month. The class teacher will begin to
record what support has been put in place and how it is helping
your child. You will be informed about these adjustments by the
class teacher. 

At this stage, your child will be added to the SEND register. You will receive a
letter from school to explain this process. The class teacher will write a SEN
Plan and this will be shared with you. You will have the opportunity to
feedback any suggestions/adaptations that you think are needed. These
targets will be reviewed each term to see what progress your child has made
and whether the support is helping. 

A concern may be noticed by the class teacher or by you. The class teacher will put some extra support in place in the classroom and
make small changes to teaching to help your child. These strategies will usually be tried for about one month. The class teacher will
speak with you to share the concern and explain the support being put in place. If you have concerns about your child, please speak to
your child’s class teacher in the first instance. This can be done by speaking to them at the end of the school day, sending a message
through the school office or ClassDojo, or arranging a meeting. The class teacher may also contact you if they have noticed any
concerns in school. Working together early helps us to support your child as quickly as possible. 

EHCP assessment process is started. This happens when
a child requires a higher level of support than the school
can provide through SEND Support alone. 
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
